The facility is approximately 31 years old. I foresee continued industrial growth for the site utilizing  existing farmlands to the north , south and east of the existing buildings well into this century.

List any unusual environmental characteristics of the area (unique species or habitat). 

Nothing unusual.  Wetlands drain into the existing flowage lake (Lake Menomin).  Interstate I-94 borders the property on the north.  The Wisconsin DNR has conducted organized deer kills since the high population of deer in the city limits (no hunting) has created a traffic hazard for deer crossing the interstate highway.  Two organized hunts have been conducted in the past ten yers or so. It is very common to see groups of whitetail deer grazing on the farmlands after the fall harvest of corn and beans. The property that is being assessed is adjacent to a city park where various civic and school groups have ongoing environmental projects.  

Are there any wildlife projects underway on the site?  If so, please indicate the types of projects and the outside groups involved (e.g. government agencies, private conservation groups, universities). 

As mentioned above 3M has sponsored for the past 2 years  Earth Day as part of the environmental education program in the Menomonie Public Schools (monetarily and 3M volunteers) . Projects in the adjacent park (habitat restoration, evasive species, etc
