Commitment 2, Reduce Lead on Site
Information for Clean Texas Program

In accordance with Clean Texas requirements, progress for each Texas facility must be reported independently.

The overall SPR goal is to reduce lead acquisition by 5%, based on a 2003 acquisition baseline, by 2006.  There have been eight electric vehicles at Bryan Mound and nine at Big Hill since the 2003 (baseline), so there is no change to the normalizing factor (1.0) in 2006.
Bryan Mound Site

In 2003, Bryan Mound acquired 264 lbs of lead in electric vehicle batteries.  The target for CY 2006 was to purchase no more than 251 lbs of lead/yr.  In 2006, 792 lbs of lead were purchased in original equipment specification batteries, therefore the 2006 target was not met.
Big Hill Site

In 2003, Big Hill acquired 836 lbs of lead in electric vehicle batteries.  The target for CY 2006 was to purchase no more than 794 lbs of lead/yr.  In 2006 197 lbs of lead were purchased for electric vehicles, therefore the target was met.  Batteries purchased were equivalent to the original equipment battery but contain 4 to 11 lbs less lead, depending on the battery brand.
