Commitment 3, Reduce Hazardous Waste generation from High Mercury Content Fluorescent Bulbs
Information for Clean Texas Program

In accordance with Clean Texas requirements, progress for each Texas facility must be reported independently.
Bryan Mound Site


In 2006, 5.4 lbs of spent old-style fluorescent bulbs were generated as hazardous waste.  This weight remains almost 5.4 lbs when normalized (factor: 1.003) to a change in building work area from the baseline year 2003.  There has been no appreciable change in building area.  The objective for Bryan Mound was to reduce hazardous waste generation to no more than 120 lbs/yr by the end of 2006.  This objective was met in CY 2006.

Big Hill Site


In 2006, 15 lbs of spent old-style fluorescent bulbs were generated as hazardous waste.  Normalized, the weight becomes 14.4 lbs due to work areas constructed since 2003 for the degasification plant (factor 1.04).  The objective for Big Hill was to reduce hazardous waste generation to no more than 139 lbs/yr by the end of 2006.  This objective was met in CY 2006.
