Section D, Information on Outreach
Environmental Advisory Committee (EAC) meetings are conducted quarterly with nine community advisors.  The committee consists of a credible group of community representatives and scientific/technical specialists who are chartered to review processes and activities and have been granted the authority to act independently in their dissemination of information.  The EAC’s purpose is to supplement existing environmental and emergency management efforts of the SPR by providing independent assessments, evaluations, advice, and impartial information internally to the operating management, and externally to the public and media relative to the environment, safety, public perception, programs, and policies of the SPR.  Examples of topics covered in CY 2006 meetings include the following:

· Environmental issues tied with expansion of the SPR, including review and input on the Environmental Impact Statement and participation in public meetings
· Flexible air permitting for Big Hill and Bryan Mound

· Overviews of SPR activities and their associated environmental design reviews, proposed engineering changes, and purchase requests

· Acquisition and management of chemical used on the SPR

· New compliance issues that apply to SPR activities

· Environmental information DM provides periodically to DOE in Project review meetings

· Environmental assessment of proposed pipeline construction at the West Hackberry raw water intake

· DM’s performance, addressed by the DOE Project Manager and DM’s President/CEO

· Performance of the DM’s environmental management system

· Proposed clear cutting vegetation within the 300 foot security clear zone around Bayou Choctaw.  The EAC formally recommended that mature cypress trees within the zone be excluded.  As a result, these trees were spared.
· One member of the EAC -a wildlife biologist – assisted DM in re-evaluating flora within the Bayou Choctaw security clear zone around the site for mitigation purposes.  The flora was more accurately reclassified as including less valuable bottomland hardwood with more valuable tupelo/cypress.  Projected mitigation costs were reduced by 36% of the costs estimated under the original classification and mitigation ratio identified by the Corps of Engineers.
· SPR water program, including status on permits, stormwater run-off and erosion at closed anhydrite ponds at West Hackberry, plugging and abandoning wells at the closed Weeks Island site, and revisions to the water conservation plans of the Texas sites.

· Discussions on options to minimize VOC emissions during evacuation and repair of an internal floating roof tank with a faulty floating roof

· Lessons learned and resultant improvements made from moving oil into Commerce after hurricanes Katrina and Rita

· Discussions and presentations on emergency response exercises
· Merging Green Building Design Criteria into SPR building specifications.

· Update on changes to the Qualified Products List

· Air emissions issues such as inventory reporting and efforts to reduce workover emissions at the sites

· Integration of affirmative procurement tracking in DM’s business software, SAP.

· Designation of biobased products for preferential purchasing

· National Environmental Partnership Summit (5/06) and planning for the 2007 Summit in New Orleans
· Environmental justice - how it is viewed today by EPA, and successful examples of how it is embraced
· Discussions on the 6/06 CITGO Refinery oil spill in the Lake Charles, LA, area, and the subsequent delivery of SPR oil to CITGO and neighboring Conoco/Phillips refineries after the Calcasieu Ship Channel was closed for clean-up.
· Presentation by the National Weather Service (NWS) about NWS actions before, during, and after hurricanes Katrina and Rita.

· Attendance for the Performance Track Recognition Event where the SPR was recognized by M. Knudson (EPA Region VI) as a charter member in Performance Track, and by Dr. C. Killebrew (LDEQ) as a long term supporter of the Louisiana Environmental Leadership program.

· A tour of wetlands in the immediate New Orleans vicinity as a case study of risks at all SPR facilities and communities along the Gulf Coast
· Diesel fuel spill (70 gallon) at Bryan Mound – reporting mishap and subsequent successful soil remediation
· Partnering with non-governmental organizations for environmental benefit
· Well casings and leaks

· Lake Pontchartrain (New Orleans) Beach Sweep event

· Water conservation proposal for SPR sites

· Environmental issues with blast media abrasives

· Remediation progress of crude oil contaminated soil at St. James Terminal

A site environmental report (SER) is prepared and distributed annually.  This report describes the environmental activities and impacts of the five SPR sites and Stennis warehouse.  The SER for CY 2005 was published in September 2006.  Topics covered include:

· general environmental descriptions of the sites

· compliance summary

· program information on permits, pollution prevention efforts, air, surface water, and groundwater protection and monitoring

· surveillance efforts

· laboratory and related quality assurance activities

· occurrences that impact the environment

· significant environmental accomplishments

· EMS objectives and targets, including commitments to the Performance Track and Clean Texas programs, and success in meeting them

The Department of Energy and DynMcDermott sponsor the Department of Energy Louisiana Regional Science Bowl.  Held annually at the University of New Orleans, the quiz bowl is a national competition designed to recognize the accomplishments of students who excel in math and science.  Quiz questions are developed by scientists employed by DOE national laboratories such as Lawrence Livermore, Los Alamos, and Sandia.  DOE and DM employees volunteer to run the competition and provide awards.  The winners represent the region at the national competition in Washington, D.C.

Since 2004, the Big Hill site has generated an environmental newsletter that is sent to site neighbors.  About two pages in length, the letter discusses environmental issues that could be of interest beyond the fenceline, such as site upsets, site spill response capabilities, potable water protection, recognition of working hazards, and meeting environmental objectives.  The newsletter is sent with a pre-paid self addressed postcard for neighbors to provide feedback and environmental concerns.  So far no feedback has been received on these cards.

Since 2004, the Bryan Mound site has presented the “Bryan Mound Status” to members of the Brazoria County Local Emergency Planning Committee and the Brazosport Emergency Planning Committee.  Issues include those that could involve other nearby industries and the public such as emergency exercises.  Attendees are asked for feedback.

All four reserve facilities and headquarters have strong connections to the local community through emergency preparedness activities and contributions that support reuse/recycling.  The following are examples of community involvement:

· Acting member of Brazosport Industrial CAER, providing response to emergencies (Bryan Mound)

· Provide CAER Outreach presentations to the community, such as at churches, schools, civic groups, and businesses (Bryan Mound)

· Continued to co-chair the oil spill subcommittee of their local emergency planning committee and coordinated an emergency meeting with other stakeholders during a recent offshore crude oil pipeline leak in the Gulf of Mexico. (Bryan Mound)

· Participate in annual Hurricane Awareness Workshops and desk top exercises with the community through the Brazosport Emergency Planning Committee (Bryan Mound)

· Member of the Brazosport Marine Action Team, examining environmental issues that concern the port of Freeport (Byran Mound)

· Participate in a CAER oil spill drills, such as a recent PREP exercise which involved a simulated crude oil spill in the Gulf Intercoastal Waterway (Bryan Mound).

· Acting members on the Brazosport Water Authority Board and the Board of Directors for the Gulf Coast Conservation Association (Bryan Mound)

· Participate in TGLO and county Adopt A Beach programs where each site cleans one mile of beach (Bryan Mound and Big Hill), the Southwest Louisiana Beach Sweep and Trash Bash (West Hackberry), and the Lake Pontchartrain Basin Foundation’s annual Beach Sweep (New Orleans).
· Planted shrubs in the Botanical Garden of hurricane dessimated City Park (New Orleans).

· Conduct Earth Day activities such as

· Distributing wild flower seedlings and Earth Day coloring books, and holding a contest to find the cleanest and dirtiest exhaust of vehicles driven by site personnel – winner of the dirtiest exhaust was given a free oil and filter change (Bryan Mound)

· checking and adjusting tire pressure of employee vehicles to improve gasoline mileage (New Orleans)

· speaking to elementary school students about Earth Day (Big Hill)

· holding an Earth Day observance breakfast (Bryan Mound) and luncheon (Big Hill)

· Continue to work with the Gulf Coast Bird Observatory to enhance site habitat for migratory and resident birds (Bryan Mound).
· Hosted a celebration and luncheon where site personnel were recognized for their memberships in National Environmental Performance Track and the Clean Texas programs.  Neighbors, community supporters, and government representatives participated in the festivities (Big Hill).

· Respond to emergencies as a member of the Texas Gulf Coast Emergency Management Association and the Joint Terrorism Task Force (Big Hill).
· Work with regulatory agencies and the community in annual Peparedness for Response Exercise Program (PREP) oil spill drills (Big Hill and Bryan Mound).
· Participate and are members of the Jefferson County local emergency preparedness committee and the Sabine-Neches Chiefs (Big Hill).
· Provided a fire truck and site emergency response team members for fire awareness training at schools in Winnie, Texas (Big Hill).
· Work with their Area Contingency Planning Committee (Big Hill).
· Held a Diversity Day hotdog luncheon and invited students from a summer league basketball team coached by a site employee.  Environmental awareness issues were presented to the participants (Big Hill).

· Held a Diversity Day Celebration at the site for local high school students to learn about the storage facility.  An environmental presentation was part of the celebration (West Hackberry).

· Coordinated a visit by the Chambers County Mosquito Control manager who gave a talk on the West Nile virus and mosquito prevention and avoidance (Big Hill).
· Work and participate with the Coast Guard in oil spill drills and exercises (West Hackberry).
· Acting members of their Local Emergency Planning Committees (Bayou Choctaw, Bryan Mound, Big Hill, and New Orleans).
· Member of the Greater Baton Rouge Industry Alliance (Bayou Choctaw).
· Appreciated by the local community, the food plot at Bayou Choctaw provides winter foliage for deer in a normally food deficient area that is usually flooded at that time of year (Bayou Choctaw).
· Provide federal/state certified response and rehabilitation assistance to wildlife (West Hackberry).
· Acting members of the Baton Rouge Mutual Aid Association, and Iberville and West Baton Rouge Parish CAER associations (Bayou Choctaw) and the Southwest Mutual Aid Association (West Hackberry).
· SPR personnel have actively participated in the following organizations:

· Louisiana Environmental Leadership Program, including Steering Committee (New Orleans)

· Clean Texas, including Steering Committee (New Orleans, Big Hill and Bryan Mound)

· Performance Track Participants Association (PTPA)(New Orleans)
· DOE Energy Facilities Contractors Group (EFCOG), Environmental Subgroup (New Orleans)
· Community contributions include the following:

· A monetary contribution was made to the Lake Pontchartrain Basin Foundation for the reconstruction of the historic New Canal Lighthouse that will be used as a community-wide teaching facility (New Orleans).
· Provided a monetary donation to the Gladys Polk Elementary School for the “Polk Planet Earth Day” (Bryan Mound).

· Supported and provided monetary donations to local volunteer fire departments (Bayou Choctaw, West Hackberry, Big Hill, and Bryan Mound).

· Monetarily supported local wildlife rehabilitation facilties. (Bryan Mound and West Hackberry).
· Collected cellular telephones and eye glasses for reuse by battered women and the elderly (new Orleans).
