Recycled Paper Content Goal
About five years ago the facility has experimented with various kinds of recycled paper used primarily in copiers.  At that time problems were encountered with the copy machines failing because the paper with high (30% or greater) recycled content generated particles that interfered with the machinery and also caused excessive static charge and poor toner coverage.  Because of employee and copier technicians complaints, the use of recycled content paper was minimized.

Because the technology of copiers and the quality of paper with recycled content have both improved, the facility will begin to work on changing over to paper with recycled content over 30 percent.  

At this time the facility does not track the total amount of paper purchased and we also do not have a good understanding of where it is appropriate to consider using paper with a high amount of recycled content.  The facility produces many publications for various customers and must meet certain standards, so arbitrarily changing the type paper used will require certain approvals.  Based on these considerations, the following sequence of events will be the plan to increase the amount of recycled content paper to meet this goal.
