The W.A.R.R. Southern Area Transfer Station is located at 6700 Landfill Drive, Chester, Virginia  23831  The W.A.R.R. Northern Area Transfer Station is located at
3200 Warbro Road, Midlothian, Virginia  23112
Site Description:  W.A.R.R. operates two citizen convenience centers.  The sites are referred to as Convenience Centers but they are permit-by-role facilities and do not accept commercial waste at either site.  These sites are available for residential use seven days per week for a total of 81 hours per week.  Each site is staffed by a site supervisor, two cashier/attendants, and at least one equipment operator.
In addition to accepting municipal solid waste, each site offers numerous recycling opportunities as well.  The following materials are accepted for recycling:  tires, lead-acid batteries, Ni-cad batteries, corrugated cardboard, cans, bottles, mixed paper, newspaper, HCFC’s and CFC’s, appliances and other scrap metal, used propane tanks, motor oil, antifreeze, and a variety of household hazardous materials.  Collection and grinding of vegetative waste also occurs on-site.

The W.A.R.R. curbside collection crew is located at the Southern Area Transfer Station.

	W.A.R.R.’s Emergency Action Plan (EAP) shall include emergency response guidelines for adverse weather, fire, loss of utilities, blackouts, bomb threats, fire aid, workplace violence, and hazardous material spills. W.A.R.R.’s EAP shall be in alignment with the overall Chesterfield County Emergency Operations Plan.



	

	 
	5.2
	W.A.R.R.’s supervisors are responsible for training their employees.  This training includes specific employee duties and responsibilities in the Emergency Action Plan.  W.A.R.R.’s Emergency Operations Plan shall be located in accessible areas of all facilities.

	Emergencies and spills will be reported to the proper authorities as required by the Division EAP, and federal, state and local regulations.  All spills are to be recorded on Incident Report Form, (ENVMGT.FORM.0024) and reported to the Office of Environmental Management and the Emergency Management Office.

	W.A.R.R.’s EMS Team will ensure that the documented plans are properly reviewed and updated as appropriate.  The documents should be reviewed for their ability to identify the potential for and response to accidents and emergency situations, and for preventing mitigating environmental impacts that may be associated with them.

	Emergency preparedness drills shall be carried out when feasible and documented as such for permanent records.

	Department EAP training shall be performed on an annual basis.  W.A.R.R. will train personnel in compliance with 4.4.2. Training Awareness and Competence section of the EMS Manual for Emergency Response.  This annual training will include a review of all documents listed in Appendix A.
