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1.0 Scope and Objective

This procedure applies to the activities, products, and services of all departments and operations of Covanta Fairfax.  It describes the processes in place to ensure that the environmental issues (including regulatory requirements) associated with various types of facility changes are identified and addressed.  

2.0 Procedure 

Covanta Fairfax has three primary mechanisms for ensuring the appropriate review of facility changes with the potential for environmental impact and/or that may trigger environmental regulatory requirements:

·  Chemical approval process;

·  Capital approval process; and

·  Periodic operational meetings.

For all of the above facility change management systems, the Environmental Specialist reviews the proposed change(s) and identifies:

· If the proposed change will result in any change to the facility’s identified environmental aspects, and if it has the potential for a significant environmental impact; 

· If the proposed change triggers any environmental regulatory requirement; and

· Potential alternatives to the proposed change that would have a lesser environmental impact, as appropriate. 

2.1 Material safety data sheets (MSDSs) for proposed new chemicals (or new uses of existing chemicals) are submitted to the Environmental Specialist for review and approval prior to the purchase and use of the chemical on site.  The only exception to this is when the new MSDS represents a chemically identical substance, i.e., a change in the chemical manufacturer only.  In this case, the MSDS may be provided to the Environmental Specialist after purchase/use.
2.2 Whenever a capital request is generated, the Facility Manager seeks input from the Environmental Specialist.  The input must be sufficient to allow the Environmental Specialist to determine, in advance of the capital purchase, whether there is a potential impact to environmental regulatory requirements, significant environmental aspects, or other EMS-related items. 

2.3 In the event of planned operational changes that may impact the environment, operational meetings will be used to communicate planned operational changes to the Environmental Specialist.
