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1.0 Scope and Objective

This procedure applies to the activities, products, and services of all departments and operations of Covanta Fairfax.  It describes the facility’s emergency preparedness and response systems, relative to incidents (e.g., spills or releases) that could have an adverse environmental impact.

2.0 Procedure 

2.1 Covanta Fairfax maintains an Environmental Compliance Operating Manual (ECOM), a Spill Prevention, Control, and Countermeasure (SPCC) Plan, a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) and an Discharge Prevention and Slug Control Plan in accordance with applicable regulatory requirements. Master copies of the SPCC, SWPPP and Discharge Prevention and Slug Control Plan are maintained by the Environmental Specialist. The master copy of the ECOM is maintained in the Administration Library.   

2.2 The ECOM Manual, SPCC Plan, SWPPP and Discharge Prevention and Slug Control Plan contain procedures for emergency preparedness and response relative to incidents with the potential for environmental impact.  In addition to response procedures, the Plans include requirements for incident reporting, inspections, recordkeeping, and employee training.

2.3 All employees receive initial training on Covanta Fairfax’s ECOM Manual, SPCC Plan, SWPPP and Discharge Prevention and Slug Control Plan and attend refresher training on the frequencies outlined in the specific plan regulations.

2.4 The plans are reviewed and updated every five years or more frequently as required by the relevant regulations.   

2.5 The facility conducts a test of its emergency procedures at least annually.  Recently, emergency drills have been conducted quarterly. The type of emergency procedure tested is selected by the management team to be representative of a possible emergency situation (Note: Not every emergency plan/procedure is tested annually).  Each drill includes a follow-up evaluation of the test, and plans or procedures are modified if necessary.  In addition, emergency procedures are critiqued after actual emergency incidents have occurred.
