These members provide environmental inputs and evaluations on proposed state/federal funding requests within the 13 county region.

Reducing waste by:

a.  Supporting a community recycling program.

Sheppard AFB (SAFB) is a community within itself, and manages an in-house Qualified Recycling Program (QRP).  Recycling monitors are designated within all occupied facilities to insure maximum participation.  Additionally, SAFB encourages activities within the off-base community to participate.  Currently an elementary school in the community participates on a regular basis

b.  Several squadrons/flights are enrolled in the "Texas Adopt a Highway Program".  In addition to regular clean-ups, a special effort is made to participate during the annual "Trash Off."

Promoting water conservation by:

a.  A full-time agronomist within the environmental staff has developed standards to assure contractors as well as base personnel use only native/locally adaptable landscaping and lawn care.

b.  Participation within the City of Wichita Falls composting program has been a lengthy endeavor.  Housing occupants are encouraged to utilize the yard waste containers, and the base contributes compostible food waste from it's multiple dining hall food pulpers.

c.  Design standards and construction specification adhere to water conservation measures by utilizing low-flow devices.

Promoting energy conservation by:

a.   SAFB maintains an engineer on staff whose's primary duties are energy management/conservation.  Energy conservation is tracked and reported to higher headquarters.  Goals and objectives are in place to reduce energy consumption through various initiatives (reduction of electricity, natural gas, conversion to alternate fules, and purchase of low-speed/high milage vicinity vehicles.

b.  Green building and energy effeciency are a part of our design standards for new and replacement contracts.

Sponsoring environmental events by:

a.  For years, SAFB has been active in promoting "Earth Day" events within the local community.  We are currently partnering with the River Bend Nature Center and participating in the area-wide event.  Most of the area school districts conduct student tours during "earth day."

b.  SAFB hosts a community "Environmental, Safety, and Occupational Health" event each year at the beginning of the Air Force's "101 Critical Days", beginning with the Memorial Day weekend.  This event consists of local and base exhibits and educational activities held in the "Community Activities Center" and stresses not only environmental, but promotes safe work and recreational practices, as well as maintaining a healthy working and living environment.

c.  Coupled with our every day promotion of the Qualified Recycling Program, a special drive is initiated in conjuntion with Texas Recycles Day.
