ENVIRONMENTAL PERFORMANCE REPORT


Monrovia, California – April 2, 2007 – The 3M manufacturing plant in Monrovia, California released its annual environmental performance report today.  The report outlines voluntary progress made as part of the facility’s membership in the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s (USEPA) National Environmental Performance Track program.  The membership recognizes 3M’s commitment to exceeding environmental protection requirements, both historically and in the future.


Performance Track companies and facilities have strong records of environmental management and exceed regulatory requirements for waste recycling and air and water pollution reduction.  3M Unitek is one of only 300 businesses and facilities nationwide recognized as a member of the program.   “All of us at 3M Unitek are proud of membership to the National Environmental Performance Track Program.  We take our environmental responsibilities very seriously and our employees work very hard each day on continuous environmental improvement.  This commitment is evident in the voluntary progress that we’ve made toward reducing our environmental footprint”, said David Goldinger, 3M Unitek Plant Manager. 

In 2006, 3M Unitek committed to reduce energy usage, solid waste volumes, and total water use over the period of 2004 to 2006.  The 2005 performance report indicates that energy consumption was reduced 9.1%, recyclable plastic waste was reduced 17.7%, solid waste to landfill was reduced by 22.1%, and total water use was reduced by 6.3%.  All reductions occurred on a production normalized basis with 2002 as the baseline year.  A complete copy of the report is available online at:

In additional to Performance Track, 3M Unitek has continued to make valuable contributions to 3M’s overall environmental performance.   Specifically, under the corporate wide 
program, called Pollution Prevention Pays (3P), 3M Unitek has submitted 1 project that was recognized by the company.  The result was the reduction of 24% of machine coolant waste (a
California regulated hazardous waste) which represents a reduction of over 40,000 gallons of liquid hazardous waste per year.  On a corporate basis, 3P has generated more than 6,000 projects that have resulted in savings of more than 2.5 billion pounds of pollution and a saved more than $1 billion in first-year aggregated savings to the company.

The Performance Track program rewards companies that have established their own environmental management systems, have voluntarily reduced pollution and have made commitments to further environmental improvements.  Companies receiving the designation benefit from regulatory and administrative flexibility, more cooperation with the EPA and reduced record keeping and reporting.


The 3M Unitek facility produces orthodontic devices.  The site has 700 employees.
