Section C; Commitment 2:  Steam is generated at our site by the burning of emissions from our formaldehyde manufacturing plant by the thermal oxidizer.  This is subsidized by using natural gas when the formaldehyde plant is not operating.  The plant was down more in 2006 for maintenance and catalyst changes causing an increased use of natural gas.   We also purchase steam from the adjacent Particleboard plant.
Commitment 2:  The data indicates deterioration from the baseline due to a change in one of our manufacturing vessels.  The size of it was increased causing increased usage of electricity and steam to manufacture the materials.  Also some changes in our product mix caused some increases in energy usage while not substantially increasing our production volume.  Progress was also delayed on this commitment due to our product mix changing which resulted in extended cycle times for the products produced.  We were working to provide our customers with a more consistent product and the cycle times were increased as a result to provide charge amount consistency batch to batch.  Natural gas usage increased due to more down days with our formaldehyde manufacturing plant which, when running, provides the fuel for our water heat boiler to product steam.
