2005 ANNUAL REPORT
When Lockheed Martin Aeronautics Company, Marietta, GA initially submitted our 2004 annual report we indicated in “Section C: Environmental Performance Commitments; Commitment 1” that our performance commitment for NOx emissions reduction by 2006, actual quantity per year, was 18 tons.  These emission reductions were based solely on our NOx reductions from our boiler operations due to the fact that low-NOx boilers were being installed at the facility.  Subsequent to our submittal we were asked to make our NOx reductions applicable to the entire facility and not limit them to just the boiler operations.  Our annual report was revised to include the entire facility and the baseline year of 2002 was revised to reflect our NOX emissions were 50.4 tons as opposed to 32 tons in the initial report.   The 2004 NOx emissions were revised from 14.3 tons in the initial report to 30.9 in the subsequent report.  However, we failed to revise our initial 2006 performance commitment of 18 tons and it should have been revised in the subsequent report to reflect that our 2006 performance commitment was 32 tons.  Our 2005 Annual Report should be changed to reflect that our 2006 performance commitment is 32 tons.
