Future Facility Improvements Expected to Effect Performance Goals

Black Canyon/Willow Beach River Adventures (BCWB) expects that its performance goals submitted in this renewal application will be effected by future facility improvements constructed by the National Park Service (NPS).  

BCWB is a concessioner of the National Park Service in the Lake Mead National Recreation Area, and as a concessioner, we operate in buildings assigned to us by the NPS. NPS is planning to tear down the old buildings currently assigned to us, which are included in our activities as part of our performance commitments. After the old buildings are removed, new buildings will be constructed. As of the spring of 2007, the NPS has not stated exactly when the construction process will begin and when BCWB will be assigned a new facility, but we expect the facility change to be done in the next three years.

The construction of the new facility will last a season, as estimated by the service. It is unknown at this time how the construction phase and new building facility will effect BCWB’s environmental goals/performance commitments. During the construction phase, we will continue to take measures to control and decrease energy use and non-hazardous waste.

Upon consulting with the National Park Service, it has been agreed that the Park will monitor and dispose of waste associated with the construction project. We will continue to consult with the Park on recycling waste from the project.
