SECONDARY SLUDGE ODOR

· Petition by citizens around the landfill, held a meeting with this group

· Relocated secondary filtration at SET

· Added Ferric sulphite to sludge

· Mixed ash with sludge at landfill

· The above changes have solved the odor problem

LANDSPREADING (Alternative to Landfilling)

· On hold – looking at burning sludge instead

NORTH 7th AVENUE BONEYARD

· DEP and Fraser checking if drums are buried at this site – delayed until June 2004.

NO. 8 VACUUM PUMP EXHAUST

· Elbow on discharge to the roof has been relocated away from Bridge Avenue

National Track program

· Madawaska mill has been accepted in the EPA program

Step Up program

· Madawaska mill has applied with Maine DEP and expects to be accepted in 2004

Leachate to town system

· The municipal plant would have to be enlarged to accept more flow
