This course will also review the basic principles of working with non-friable asbestos containing building materials using approved engineering controls as required by federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regulations.





COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course provides U.S. Postal Service designated competent persons with the requisite skills to supervise asbestos operations and maintenance workers.   The course covers proper maintenance and repair of asbestos containing building materials using approved work practices, the use of the asbestos and operations and maintenance plans, health effects, hazard communication, the regulatory standards imposed by OSHA and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the procedures for Class III work practice notifications. The course also includes a hands on review of the USPS approved asbestos work practices. 





INTENDED AUDIENCE: Postal Service designated and authorized competent persons responsible for supervising asbestos operations and maintenance workers.





COURSE LENGTH: The course is 4 hours in length.





PREREQUISITES:   Completion of 16 hour Asbestos Class III Worker training course (NTD Course No. 19564-00) is required for all asbestos competent persons.  This course requires an annual 4 hour refresher.   Attendance at the annual Asbestos Competent Person training satisfies this requirement (for Competent Persons Only).   Authorization of the facility manager or maintenance manager is also required in order to attend this course.





TRAINING APPROACH: This course is taught by licensed training providers and qualified accredited instructors.   This course focuses on ways that USPS designated competent person can improve their supervisory skills, safety knowledge and understanding of OSHA and EPA asbestos regulations.  The course focuses on the most frequently found issues facing those supervising asbestos operations and maintenance workers. This course will also review the basic principles of working with lead containing materials (i.e. lead containing and lead based paint) using approved engineering controls as required by federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regulations.





COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course provides U.S. Postal Service designated competent persons with the requisite skills to supervise asbestos operations and maintenance workers.   The course covers proper maintenance and repair of lead containing materials using approved work practices, the use of the lead operations and maintenance plans, health effects, hazard communication, the regulatory standards imposed by OSHA and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the procedures for lead work practice notifications. The course also includes a hands on review of the USPS approved lead work practices. 





INTENDED AUDIENCE:  Postal Service designated and authorized competent persons responsible for supervising lead operations and maintenance workers.





COURSE LENGTH: The course is 4 hours in length.





PREREQUISITES:  Completion of the 16 hour Lead Operations and Maintenance Worker training course (NTD Course No. 25260-00) is required for lead competent persons.
