A message from Michael Boccio

Postmaster
We are pleased to announce that the Bridgeport Post Office has become a member of the EPA’s prestigious National Environmental Performance Track program.  Our office has been recycling and practicing pollution prevention for many years. However, this year, we have set four new environmental goals to improve our environmental performance. 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Goal 1: Increase Use of Recycled Content Paper
We are using our Environmental Management System (EMS) to identify ways to increase the use of recycled content paper. For the next three years we have a goal to increase the use of recycled content paper. We can do this by purchasing paper with 50% recycled content instead of the current paper used (i.e., 30% recycled content paper).

Goal 2: Recycle more Alkaline Batteries
In 2006 we landfilled 22 pounds of non-universal alkaline batteries. Our goal in 2010 is to recycle all alkaline batteries at our facility.
Goal 3: Enhance our wetlands

Our goal is to enhance the wetland environment near the Pequonnock River working in collaboration with the Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection. Stay tuned as we develop our natural resources protection plan.
Goal 4: Reduce Use of Solvent Based Paint
Using our pollution prevention plan, we have a goal to reduce the use of solvent based paint by 50% by 2010. We can do this by making greater use of latex paints.
Our Recycling Program: 2007 Results
In 2007 we recycled 45 gallons of used oil, 247 mercury containing fluorescent lamps, 12 tons of cardboard, 1 ton of white paper, 54 pounds of batteries and 400 pounds of scrap metal.
While we have made great progress, we still need to reduce the amount of solid waste that goes into the dumpster. The key to our success is your diligence in sticking to the 3 Rs – Reduce, Reuse & Recycle.
Postal Service Expands Recycling 
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The Connecticut District of the U.S. Postal Service operates one of the most successful recycling programs in the federal government. All of our Offices recycle mixed paper, cardboard and a wide variety of universal wastes (i.e., batteries, bulbs, electronics, etc.).  Our program has been successful because of your efforts to make a difference.
