UTMB will continue to promote zero waste lunches at annual conferences (Recycling Alliance of Texas) and EarthShare activities in the community.  UTMB's partnership with the Houston-Galveston Area Council includes promoting zero waste lunch programs by providing biodegradable cutlery and paper goods; the organic waste is collected and composted.  This partnership has benefited Galveston Ball High School through initial implementation of a paper/cardboard recycling program at the school.  UTMB donated surplus recycle bags for the program and provided education to the students and science teachers on how to set up the recycle program.  UTMB has partnered with City of Galveston, City of Victory and City of Cuero to educate and extend ideas on how to promote and implement earth friendly events.

Through employee "Green Teams", UTMB plans to increase campus energy conservation and recycling program efforts for non-hazardous municipal solid wastes.  Training will include newly implemented Resource Conservation Initiative Policy and Guidelines for staff and contract service employees.  Education regarding these programs extends to the local community in that these ideas and practices are taken home.  
UTMB will reduce mercury-bearing equipment by switching to alternatives to eliminate more than 10% of the mercury used on campus.  Activities will include: establishment of a mercury-free purchasing policy, removal of mercury equipment in patient care; seek grant funding to replace mercury thermometers in laboratories, and; seek grant funding/opportunity to initiate a mercury fever thermometer exchange day for Galveston Island residents. 
UTMB's goal is to promote increased participation by UTMB employees in formal ride sharing programs (e.g., METROVan, NuRide, etc.) via incentives, awareness campaigns, etc. as a future commitment to Clean Texas.   An employee survey will be used to target number of miles driven and gallons used per employee commute to determine emission reductions for transportation.  Education on formal ride share programs is given at events such as UTMB Earth Day.  The Earth Day festivities include a children's art contest which is extended to the local elementary schools; the winner's design is used for the Earth Day event promotion and T-shirt design.  Earth Day 2007 art contest theme is "Conserving Resources Today for a Healthy Tomorrow", the children are asked to show in a drawing how they could help conserve natural resources.
