1994 (59 E 38288) mercury-containing lamps proposed 
The! proposed rule pres~ents two alternative apprpache,s for 

managing spent mercury-containing lampsi a conditional-exclusion 
from hazardous waste regulations and adding lamps to universal 
waste regulations. 

The amount of.mercury released into the environment from 
spent lamps was a key uncertainty identified in the propo'sed 
rule. Since~ the proposal, the Environmental Protection Agency 
(SPA) has continued to collect ,and analyze information on mercury 
emissions from spent lamps management. As part of this effort, 
an analysis -that estimates mercury emissions from managing spent . clamps was developed. A notice announcing the availability of 
this analysis for public,re.view and comment was published in the 
July 11, 1997 Federal Register (62 ,E 37183). The.comment period 
for the analysis closes on October 9, 1997. The Agency will us~e 
this analysis, along with information gathered from the public 
comments, to determine how best to proceed with an 
environmentally responsible decision.
