A dry cl eaner uses a 50 percent perchl oroethyl ene
(tetrachl oroethyl ene) mxture in his cleaning process.
Since tetrachl oroet hyl ene appears in the listing
descriptions for both FOO1 and FO02, would the spent
sol vent m xture be classified as FOO1 or F0027?

Spent tetrachl oroethylene used in dry cleaning is classified
as F002 (40 CFR _261.31). The background |isting docunent for F002
identifies certain industries that generate spent hal ogenated
sol vent neeting the FO02 listing (ldentification and Listing of
Hazar dous Waste, _ 261,31 and 261.32 -- Listing of Hazardous Waste,
page 41). According to this docunent, tetrachl oroethyl ene used in
| aundry and dry cl eaning operations is regulated as F002. O
course, the spent solvent formulation must neet the 10 percent (by
vol unme) before use criterion in the FO02 |listing. Furthernore, the
FOO1 listing is by its ternms, limted to spent solvents "used in
degreasing. "
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
