Regulation No. 24 Control of Volatile Organic Compound Emissions

Section 22 - Coating of Miscellaneous M etal Parts.

a  Applicability.

This Section applies to any miscellaneous meta parts and products coating unit.

This Section does not gpply to the coating of the following meta parts and
products that are covered by other Sections of this regulation:

I Automobiles and light-duty trucks.
i. Meta cans.

. Flat metal sheets and stripsin the form of ralls or cails.

V. Magnet wire for usein eectrica machinery.
V. Metd furniture.

Vi. Large gppliances.

vil. Heavy-duty trucks that use electrodeposition (EDP) to apply
prime coat, which are covered under paragraphs (c)(4), (f),
and (i) of Section 13 of this regulation.

This Section does not apply to:

I. Exterior of completely assembled arcraft.

Ii. Exterior of mgjor arcraft subassemblies, if gpoproved by the
Department as part of a State Implementation Plan (SIP)
revison.

. Automobile, light-duty truck, and heavy-duty truck refinishing.

Iv. Customized top coating of automobiles and trucks, if
production is less than 35 vehicles per day.

V. Exterior of completely assembled marine vessdls.

Vi. Exterior of mgor marine vessel subassembliesif gpproved by
the Department as part of a SIP revison.
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4, The emisson limitsin this Section do not gpply to any coding unit within a
facility whose actua emissons without control devices from al miscellaneous
metd part and products coating units within the facility are less than
6.8 kilograms (kg) (15 pounds[Ib]) of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) per

day.

5. An owner or operator of afacility whose emissons are below the gpplicability
threshold in paragraph (8)(4) of this Section shal comply with the certification,
recordkeeping, and reporting requirements of paragraph (g)(1) of this Section.

6. Any facility that becomes or is currently subject to the provisons of this Section
by exceeding the applicability threshold in paragraph (a)(4) of this Section will
remain subject to these provisons even if itsemissions later fdl below the
gpplicability threshold.

7. Any facility thet is currently subject to a Sate or federa rule promulgated
pursuant to the Clean Air Act Amendments of 1977 by exceeding an
goplicability threshold is and will remain subject to these provisons, eveniif its
throughput or emissons have fdlen or later fal below the gpplicability threshold.

b. Definitions. Asused in this Section, dl terms not defined herein shdl have the meaning given
them in the November 15, 1990 Clean Air Act Amendments (CAAA), or in Section 2 of this
regulation.

"Air-dried coating" means a codting that is dried by the use of air or forced warm air a
temperatures up to 90°C (194°F).

"Clear coating” means a coating that (1) either lacks color and opacity or is transparent
and (2) usesthe surface to which it is gpplied as areflective base or undertone color.

"Drum" means any cylindrica metd shipping container of 13- to 110-gdlon capacity.
"Extreme environmenta conditions’ means any of the fallowing: the weather dl of the
time, temperatures frequently above 95°C (203°F), detergents, abrasive and scouring

agents, solvents, corrosve atmospheres, or Smilar environmenta conditions.

"Extreme performance coatings' means coatings intended for exposure to extreme
environmenta conditions.

"Miscedllaneous metd parts and products coating unit” means a coaing unit in which a
coating is applied to any miscelaneous meta parts and products.

"Miscellaneous parts and products’ means any metd part or meta product, even if



attached to or combined with a nonmeta part or product. Miscellaneous metd parts
and products include, but are not limited to:

1. Large farm machinery (harvesting, fertilizing and planting machines, tractors,
combines, etc.).

2. Smdll farm machinery (lawn and garden tractors, lawn mowers, rototillers, etc.).

3. Small gppliances (fans, mixers, blenders, crock pots, dehumidifiers, vacuum
cleaners, etc.).

4, Commercid machinery (office equipment, computers and auxiliary equipmernt,
typewriters, caculators, vending machines, etc.).

5. Industrid machinery (pumps, compressors, conveyor components, fans,
blowers, transformers, etc.).

6. Fabricated meta products (metal covered doors, frames, etc.).

7. Any other metd part or product that is within one of the following Standard
Indudtria Classfication Codes: Mgor Group 33 (primary metd industries),
Major Group 34 (fabricated metal products), Mgor Group 35 (nonelectric
machinery), Mgor Group 36 (electrica machinery), Mgor Group 37
(transportation equipment), Mgor Group 38 (miscellaneous instruments), and
Maor Group 39 (miscellaneous manufacturing indusiries).

8. Application of underbody anti-chip materids (e.g., underbody plastisol) and
coating application operations other than prime, primer surfacer, topcoat, and
find repair operations a automobile and light-duty truck assembly plants.

"Pal" means any cylindrical metd shipping container of 1- to 12-galon cgpacity and
congtructed of 29-gauge and heavier materid.

"Refinishing” means repainting used equipment.
C. Standards.
1. No owner or operator of a miscellaneous meta parts and products coating unit
subject to this Section shdl cause or alow the gpplication of any coating with

VOC content in excess of the emisson limitsin paragraphs (c)(1)(i) through
(©)(1)(v) of this Section.
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(i) Clear coating 0.52 4.3
(i) Sted pal and drum interior coating 0.52 4.3
(iii) Air-dried coating 0.42 35
(iv) Extreme performance coating 0.42 35
(v) All other coatings 0.36 3.0

a/OC content vaues are expressed in units of mass of VOC(kg, Ib) per volume of coating (liter [L],
gdlon[gd]), excluding water and exempt compounds, as gpplied.

2. If more than one emission limit in paragraph (¢)(1) appliesto a specific coating,
then the least stringent emission limit shal be gpplied.

3. As an dternative to compliance with the emisson limitsin paragraph (c)(1) of
this Section, an owner or operator of a miscellaneous metal parts and products
coating unit may meet the requirements of paragraphs (d) or (e) of this Section.

d. Daly-weighted average limitations. No owner or operator of a miscellaneous metd parts and
products coating unit that applies multiple coatings, al of which are subject to the same
numerica emisson limitation within paragrgph (c)(1) above, during the same day (e.g., dl
coatings used on the unit are subject to 0.42 kg/L [3.5 Ib/gd]), shdl apply, during any day,
coatings on that unit whose daily-weighted average VOC content calculated in accordance with
the procedure specified in Appendix " C" of this regulation exceeds the coating VOC content
limit corresponding to the category of coating used.

e Control devices.

1 An owner or operator of a miscellaneous meta parts and products coating unit
subject to this Section may comply with this Section by:

I. Ingtalling and operating a capture system on that unit.
i. Ingtalling and operating a control device on that unit.

il Determining for each day the overdl emisson reduction
efficiency needed to demonstrate compliance. The overdl
emission reduction needed for aday isthe lesser of the value
calculated according to the procedure in Appendix " C" (c) of
this regulation for that day or 95 percent.



V. Demondtrating each day that the overal emission reduction
efficiency achieved for that day, as determined in
Appendix " D" (c) of thisregulation, is grester than or equd to
the overadl emission reduction efficiency required for that day.

An owner or operator of amiscellaneous metd parts and products coating unit
subject to this Section shdl ensure that:

I. A capture system and control device are operated at dl times
that the unit isin operation, and the owner or operator
demongtrates compliance with this Section through the
gpplicable coating andysis and capture system and control
device efficiency test methods specified in Appendix " B" ,
Appendix " D" and Appendix "E" of thisregulation and in
accordance with the capture efficiency test methodsin
Appendix " D".

i. The control device is equipped with the applicable monitoring
equipment specified in Appendix " D" (b) of thisregulation,
and the monitoring equipment isingtaled, cdibrated, operated,
and maintained according to the vendor's specifications a all
times the control deviceisin use,

f. Test methods. The test methods found in Appendix " A" through Appendix " D" of this
regulation shdl be usad to determine compliance with this Section.

s} Recordkeeping and reporting.

1.

An owner or operator of amiscellaneous metd parts and products coating unit
that is exempt from the emisson limitationsin paragraph (c) of this Section shal
comply with the certification, recordkegping, and reporting requirementsin
Section 4(b) of this regulation.

An owner or operator of amiscellaneous metd parts and products coating unit
subject to this Section and complying with paragraph (c) of this Section by the
use of complying coatings shal comply with the certification, recordkeeping,
and reporting requirementsin Section 4(c) of thisregulation.

An owner or operator of amiscellaneous metd parts and products coating unit
subject to this Section and complying with paragraph (d) of this Section by
daily-weighted averaging shal comply with the certification, recordkeeping, and



reporting requirements in Section 4(d) of this regulation.

An owner or operator of amiscellaneous metd parts and products coating unit
subject to this Section and complying with paragraph (e) of this Section by the
use of control devices shdl comply with the testing, reporting, and
recordkeeping requirementsin Section 4(€) of this regulation.
