Proposed Issuance of Air Pollution Control Permits to 

Abbott Laboratories, North Chicago

Abbott Laboratories has applied for a joint construction and operating permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency to install an evaporator with a condenser and vacuum pump and to modify their existing pilot plant to expand production of the drug cyclosporin. Abbott Laboratories is a health care corporation located at 1401 Sheridan Road in North Chicago that produces drugs, solutions, diagnostic assays and infant formula. 

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B). The project will not be a significant increase in emissions with respect to the federal Prevention of Significant Deterioration program, and Illinois rules for Major Stationary Source Construction and Modification (35 Ill. Adm. Code Part 203).

Comments are requested on the proposed issuance of this permit. Comments must be postmarked by midnight September 14, 1998. If sufficient interest is expressed in this permit, a hearing may be held.
