Proposed Issuance of Clean Air Act Permit Program Permit to 

TC Industries, Crystal Lake

TC Industries has requested a Clean Air Act Permit Program (CAAPP) permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) for its heat treating and steel fabrication facility located at 3703 South Route 31 in Crystal Lake. The CAAPP permit will be enforceable by the United States Environmental Protection Agency, as well as the Illinois EPA.
