Proposed Issuance of Air Pollution Control Permits to 

Iroquois Paving Corporation, Sheldon

Iroquois Paving Corporation, located at 3176 E 1745 North Road in Sheldon, currently has a federally enforceable state operating permit issued by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency for its asphalt plant. The permit is close to expiration, and the facility has requested that the permit be renewed. The Illinois EPA is accepting comments on the proposed renewal of the permit.  The current permit and the renewal will contain federally enforceable limitations that restrict the facility’s emissions to non-major levels. The permit is enforceable by the USEPA, as well as the Illinois EPA.
