Proposed Issuance of Air Pollution Control Construction Permit to 

ECHO Incorporated, Lake Zurich

ECHO Incorporated has applied for a construction permit to build small engine test stations at its facility located at 400 Oakwood Road in Lake Zurich. The permit establishes limitations on the small engine test stations that will keep the construction from being a significant source of emissions according to New Source Review: 35 Ill. Adm. Code Part 203.

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act. the Federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
