Proposed Issuance of Air Pollution Control Construction Permit to 

Free-Flow Packaging International, Inc., Thornton

Free-Flow Packaging International, Inc., has applied for a construction permit to add a new polystyrene foam packaging line to its facility located at 16850 Canal Street in Thornton. The facility is replacing a polyethylene foam packaging line with the polystyrene foam packaging line. Replacing one line with the other will result in a net decrease in emissions of volatile organic material at the facility. 

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control regulations, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
