Proposed Issuance of Clean Air Act Permit Program Permit to 

Panhandle Eastern Pipe Line Company, Pleasant Hill

Panhandle Eastern Pipe Line Company has requested a Clean Air Act Permit Program (CAAPP) permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) for its natural gas compression station located 4.5 miles southeast of Atlas on Highway 96 near Pleasant Hill. The CAAPP permit will be enforceable by the United States Environmental Protection Agency, as well as the Illinois EPA. 

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
