This permit is hereby granted to the above-designated Permittee to CONSTRUCT 
AND OPERATE a truck mix concrete batch plant consisting of the following 
emission unit(s) and/or air pollution control equipment:  
 
One Sand Stock Pile 
One Coarse Aggregate Stock Pile 
Two Cement Silos Controlled by Baghouses 
One Elevated Sand Bin with Conveyor 
One Elevated Coarse Aggregate Bin 
Two Sand/Aggregate Weight Batchers 
Two Cement Weight Batchers Controlled by Air Filters 
One Conveyor Belt System 
Two Funnel/Rubber Boot Truck Mix Loading Stations 
 
pursuant to the above-referenced application. This permit is subject to 
standard conditions attached hereto and the following special condition(s): 
 
1. a. This operating permit is effective only if the Permittee has 

complied with all standard conditions of the construction permit. 
 

b. Operation of the emission units included in this permit shall not 
begin until all associated air pollution control equipment has 
been constructed and is operational. 

 
c. This operating permit shall expire 180 days after the Illinois 

EPA sends a written request for the renewal of this permit. 
 

d. This permit shall terminate if it is withdrawn or is superseded 
by a revised permit. 
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2. Emissions and operation of the truck mix concrete batch plant shall not 

exceed the following production and emission limits: 
 
a. The sum of all concrete produced (dry basis) shall not exceed 240,000 

tons (120,000 cubic yards) per year;  
 

b. Emissions from the truck mix concrete batch plant shall not 
exceed the following limits:

These emissions are based on standard AP-42 emission factors and the 
average composition of concrete as detailed in AP-42, Chapter 11.12, 
and a maximum concrete production (dry basis) of 240,000 tons (120,000 
cubic yards) per year. Compliance with annual limits shall be 
determined on a monthly basis from the sum of the current month plus 
the preceding eleven months. 

 
3a. This permit does not exempt the Permittee from obtaining a Construction 

and/or Operating Permit for any additional emission units in excess of 
those units listed above, unless such emission units or operations are 
already exempted from permitting requirements pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. 
Code 201.146. 

 
 b. The issuance of this permit does not relieve the Permittee of the 

responsibility of complying with the applicable provisions of the State 
of Illinois Rules and Regulations, Title 35:  Subtitle C, Water 
Pollution Control. The Permittee may need to obtain a permit from the 
Illinois EPA Division of Water Pollution Control for operation of the 
source. 

 
4a. The truck mix concrete batch plant shall not cause or allow the 

emission of fugitive particulate matter from any process, including any 
material handling or storage activity, that is visible by an observer 
looking generally toward the zenith at a point beyond the property line 
of the source, pursuant to 35 Ill. Adm. Code 212.301. 
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 b. No person shall cause or allow the emission of smoke or other 

particulate matter, with an opacity greater than 30 percent, into the 
atmosphere from any emission unit other than those emission units 
subject to the requirements of 35 Ill. Adm. Code 212.122, pursuant to 
35 Ill. Adm. Code 212.123(a), except as allowed by 35 Ill. Adm. Code 
212.123(b) and 212.124. 

 
 
 c. No person shall cause or allow the emission of particulate matter into 

the atmosphere in any one hour period from any new process emission 
unit which, either alone or in combination with the emission of 
particulate matter from all other similar process emission units for 
which construction or modification commenced on or after April 14, 
1972, at a source or premises, exceeds the allowable emission rates 
specified in subsection (c) of 35 Ill. Adm. Code 212.321, pursuant to 
35 Ill. Adm. Code 212.321(a). 

 
5a. The emission units and pollution control equipment shall be operated in 

accordance with good operating practices to minimize particulate matter 
emissions. 

 
 b. Inspections of the plant and control systems equipment and operations 

shall be performed as necessary but at least once per week when the 
plant is in operation to confirm compliance with the above 
requirements. 

 
 c. The Permittee shall, in accordance with the manufacturer(s) and/or 

vendor(s) recommendations, perform periodic inspection and maintenance 
on the equipment covered under this permit such that the equipment is 
kept in proper working condition and not causes a violation of the 
Environmental Protection Act or regulations promulgated therein. 

 
 d. Pollution control devices shall be in operation at all times when the 

associated emission unit(s) is in operation and emitting air 
contaminants. 

 
6. Permittee shall keep the following records on a monthly basis: 
 

a. Records addressing use of good operating practices for emission 
sources and pollution control equipment including the baghouses 
and air filters: 

 
i. Records for periodic inspection of emission sources and 

pollution control equipment with date, individual 
performing the inspection, and nature/results of 
inspection; and 

 
ii. Records for prompt repair of defects, with identification 

and description of defect, effect on emissions, date 
identified, date repaired, and nature of repair. 

 
b. Concrete production (tons/month, and tons/year); 
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c. Sand, aggregate, cement, and cement supplement usage (tons/month, 
and tons/year); 

 
d. Sand, aggregate, cement and cement supplement receipts 

(tons/month, and tons/year); and 
 
e. Particulate matter (PM) emissions (tons/month and tons/year) with 

supporting calculations and documentation. 
 
7. All records and logs required by this permit shall be retained at a 

readily accessible location at the source for at least three years from 
the date of entry and shall be made available for inspection and 
copying by the Illinois EPA or USEPA upon request.  Any records 
retained in an electronic format (e.g., computer) shall be capable of 
being retrieved and printed on paper during normal source office hours 
so as to be able to respond to an Illinois EPA request for records 
during the course of a source inspection. 

 
8. If there is an exceedance of or deviation from the requirements of this 

permit as determined by the records required by this permit, the 
Permittee shall submit a report to the Illinois EPA's Compliance 
Section in Springfield, Illinois within 30 days after the 
exceedance/deviation.  The report shall include the emissions released 
in accordance with the recordkeeping requirements, a copy of the 
relevant records, and a description of the exceedance or deviation and 
efforts to reduce emissions and future occurrences. 

 
9. Two (2) copies of required reports and notifications shall be sent to:

10. The lifetime operating permit must be revised for any of the following 

changes at the source: 
 

a. An increase in emissions above the amount the emission unit or 
the source is permitted to emit; 

 
b. A modification; 
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c. A change in operations that will result in the source's 
noncompliance with conditions in the existing permit; or 

 
d. A change in ownership, company name, or address, so that the 

application or existing permit is no longer accurate.
