Proposed Issuance of an Air Pollution Control Construction to 

Marathon Ashland Petroleum, LLC, Robinson

Marathon Ashland Petroleum LLC has requested a construction permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) to make improvements the refinery located on Marathon Avenue in Robinson.  The improvements would include upgrading the crude unit, coker unit, and fluid catalytic cracking unit (FCCU). The project would increase throughput of the facility. Emissions from the project by itself would be significant under the federal Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) rules, 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 52.21.  However, other proposed changes at the facility, including the addition of a flue gas scrubber to the FCCU would provide decreases in emissions so that the net increase in emissions would not be significant as defined in the PSD rules. The Illinois EPA is accepting comments prior to making a final decision on this project.

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
