The permit will be enforceable
by the United States Environmenta Protection Agency, aswell asthelllinois EPA. The
beginning of this public comment period aso serves as the beginning date of the USEPA 45 day
review period, provided the USEPA does not seek a separate proposed period. This permit
may contain terms and conditions established pursuant to Title | of the federd Clean Air Act
thereby making it acombined CAAPP and Title | permit.

The landfill and the landfill gas combustion are considered a single source for determination of
CAAPP gpplicahility. Thelllinois EPA is accepting comments on the draft permits.
