
Public Notice 
Proposed Issuance of a New Source Review Construction Permit for 

Wheatland Tube Company, Chicago Division 
 
Wheatland Tube Company, Chicago Division, 4435 South Western Boulevard in 
Chicago, Illinois, has applied to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois 
EPA) for a construction permit to build a new Continuous Production Steel Tube Mill 
(Mill 4) at its facility located at 2300 West 47th Street in Chicago.  The project is subject 
to 35 IAC Part 203:  Major Stationary Sources Construction and Modification 
(MSSCAM) because the potential emissions of volatile organic material (VOM) will 
exceed major source thresholds. 
 
The lime plant is subject to 35 IAC Part 203: MSSCAM, and must use Lowest 
Achievable Emission Rate (LAER) and obtain emission offsets for volatile organic 
material of 1.3 to 1.  LAER has been determined to be the use of very low VOM content 
coating material for the interior coating and “VOM free” coating for the exterior.

The Illinois EPA is accepting comments prior to making a final decision on this project. 
Comments must be postmarked by midnight October 7, 2002.  If sufficient interest is 
expressed in the permit, a hearing may be held. Requests for information, comments, and 
questions should be directed to Brad Frost, Division of Air Pollution Control, Illinois 
Environmental Protection Agency, PO.
