Proposed Issuance of an Air Pollution Control Construction to 

Cordova Energy Company LLC, Cordova

Cordova Energy Company LLC has requested a construction permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) to build an electric generation facility to be located at the Cordova Energy Center, SW corner of 192nd Avenue and 250th Street in Cordova.  The facility will produce approximately 580 megawatts of electricity and will be a major new source of air emissions.  As a major new source, the facility will need to meet the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) rules, 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 52.21. The Illinois EPA is accepting comments prior to making a final decision on this project.

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B) and the federal rules for Prevention of Significant Deterioration, 40 CFR 52.21. 

As part of the PSD review, the facility must demonstrate the facility will have Best Available Control Technology (BACT). The facility has demonstrated that it will meet BACT by the use of low nitrogen oxide combustors, selective catalytic reduction, good combustion practices, including the use of natural gas. High efficiency drift eliminators will be used on the cooling tower. 

The facility also prepared an air quality analysis as a requirement of the PSD review.  The air quality analysis shows that the facility will not cause a violation of the National Ambient Air Quality Standards, which are established to be protective of human health and the environment.  The results of the air quality analysis are  NOx: 2.22 (g/m3 annual average impact compared to a standard of 100 (g/m3 annual average, and PM10: 9.2 (g/m3 24-hour average compared to a standard of 150 (g/m3 24-hour average.
