INTRODUCTION

This source has applied for a permit to construct and operate new lithographic printing lines and air pollution control equipment and to modify its existing lithographic printing operation in order to voluntarily incorporate federally enforceable limits to constrain the operation of the lithographic printing facility.  These limits will prevent the construction and modification from constituting a new major source or major modification subject to the federal rules for Prevention of Significant Deterioration of Air Quality (PSD), 40 CFR 52.21.  The proposed limits will be accompanied by appropriate compliance procedures to assure that the source is operating in accordance with the requirements of the permit.  The conditions in this permit are enforceable by both the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) and the USEPA.

II.
SOURCE DESCRIPTION

The Quebecor Petty Printing Company is located at 1200 Niccum Avenue, Effingham and 420 West Industrial Avenue, Effingham.  The source is a lithographic printing facility that produces printed paper materials, promotionals, and pamphlets.  By issuance of this permit, the Illinois EPA has determined that the Permittee’s two facilities located in Effingham constitute a single source as that term is defined in Section 39.5 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act.

IV.
EMISSIONS

This project does not constitute a major project.  Thus the project is not subject to the additional requirements imposed by the federal rules for Prevention of Significant Deterioration of Air Quality (PSD), 40 CFR 52.21.  A major project is one which entails construction of a major new source or a major modification, i.e., a significant net increase in emissions at an existing major source.  This project does not constitute a major modification because the net increase in emissions is less than significant for VOM for which the project location is attainment.

This source is a major source of VOM emissions.  The proposed permit limits the potential annual emissions of VOM from the emission units at the source to levels below those at which the federal rules for Prevention of Significant Deterioration of Air Quality (PSD), 40 CFR 52.21, would apply.  The source has requested that the Illinois EPA establish such conditions in the permit, consistent with the information provided in the application.

V.
APPLICABLE EMISSION STANDARDS

All emission sources in Illinois must comply with the Illinois Pollution Control Board’s emission standards.  The Board's emission standards represent the basic requirements for sources in Illinois.

The heatset web offset lithographic printing lines are subject to 35 Ill. Adm. Code 215.408(b).  This regulation requires that the VOM content of fountain solution shall not exceed eight (8) percent, by weight.

VI.
PROPOSED PERMIT

This permit contains conditions listing the applicable state and federal air pollution control regulations that apply to a source.  The permit conditions also establish emission limits and appropriate compliance procedures.  The appropriate compliance procedures include control requirements, operating requirements, work practices, testing, monitoring, recordkeeping, and reporting to show compliance with these requirements.  The Permittee must carry out these procedures on an on-going basis to demonstrate that the source is operating in accordance with the requirements of the permit.

VII.
REQUEST FOR COMMENTS

It is the Illinois EPA's preliminary determination that this source’s permit application meets all applicable state and federal air pollution control requirements.  The Illinois EPA is therefore proposing to issue a permit, subject to the conditions proposed in the draft permit.

Comments are requested on this proposed action by the Illinois EPA and the proposed conditions on the draft permit.  If substantial public interest is shown in this matter, the Illinois EPA will consider holding a public hearing in accordance with 35 Ill. Adm. Code Part 164.
