Proposed Issuance of Air Pollution Control Permits to 

Prairie Central Coop., Inc., Weston

Prairie Central Coop., Inc., has requested a lifetime operating permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency for its grain elevator located on Hazel Street in Weston. The facility currently has a Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit.  The Environmental Protection Act was amended in July 1998 to allow the Illinois EPA to issue lifetime permits to sources that are not required to apply for a Clean Air Act Permit Program permit or a Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit. Since the issuance in 1995 of guidance by the USEPA concerning grain handling facilities and the publishing of revised emission factors for grain elevators in May 1998, Prairie Central Coop., Inc., is no longer subject to the requirements of the Clean Air Act Permit Program and does not need a Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit.

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
