LTV Steel Company, Inc., Chicago 

LTV Steel Company, Inc., 3100 East 45th Street, Cleveland, OH, has applied for a Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit (FESOP) for its mill at 11600 South Burley Avenue in Chicago.  The FESOP will establish federally enforceable conditions on how the mill will operate during periods of repair.  The FESOP would establish additional provisions governing the circumstances under which visible emissions from the coke oven combustion stack may exceed 30% opacity, as otherwise allowed under 35 Illinois Administration Code 212.443(g)(2).  The provisions of the FESOP will become part of Illinois’ State Implementation Plan for attainment and maintenance of the particulate matter air quality standard in the Lake Calumet area. 

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) will hold a public hearing on Monday, March 22, 1999, at 7 p.m. at the United Steel Workers of America, Local Union #1033, 11731 South Avenue O in Chicago. The hearing will be held by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency to receive comments and data and to answer questions from the public prior to making a final decision concerning the permit. Lengthy comments and questions should be submitted to the Illinois EPA in writing. Written comments must be postmarked by midnight April 21, 1999. Comments need not be notarized and should be sent to the Hearing Officer, see address below.

The hearing will be held under the provisions of Subpart A of the Illinois EPA's "Procedures for Permit and Closure Plans" 35 Ill. Adm. Code 166.  All questions about the hearing procedure, requests for copies of the hearing rules, or requests for special needs interpreters should be directed to the Hearing Officer, see below for address. Requests for special needs interpreters must be made to the Hearing Officer by March 12, 1999.

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B.
