As a result the
source is excluded fromthe requirenent to obtain a Clean Air Act Permt
Program (CAAPP) permit. The maxi mum enmi ssions of this source, as limted by
the conditions of this permit, are described in Attachnment A

b. Prior to issuance, a draft of this pernmt has undergone a public notice and
conment peri od.

C. This permt supersedes all operating permt(s) issued for this location

2a. Operation of equi pnment shall not exceed the throughput limts described in

If there is an exceedance of the requirenents of this pernmit as determ ned by
the record required by this permt, the Permttee shall subnit a report to the
Il1linois EPA' s Conpliance Section in Springfield, Illinois within 30 days
after the exceedance. The report shall include the em ssions released in
accordance with the recordkeeping requirenents, a copy of the rel evant

records, and a description of the exceedance or violation and efforts to
reduce em ssions and future occurrences.
