Raw materials are stored in storage tanks
and containers located in the raw material storage area of
the facility. Finished products are packaged as required
by the custonmers and stored in the finished product
storage area of the facility prior to shiprment off-site
for sale.

The processes are operated in a batch production processes.
The conponents of individual formulations are placed in
mlling and bl endi ng equi pmrent. Once conpletely mlled and
bl ended, the forrmulation is normally drained into vats where
addi ti onal m xing and bl ending may take place. Once the
formul ation is conplete, the paint or coating is packaged in
accordance with the custonmer’s specifications and stored in
a finished produce warehouse prior to shipnent.
