
Public Notice 
Proposed Issuance of a Revision to the Acid Rain Permits 

and Notice of Public Hearing for  
Midwest Generation EME Inc. 

 
Midwest Generation EME Inc. has requested that the Illinois EPA revise the Acid Rain permits 
for five of its power plants: Crawford, Fisk, Powerton, Waukegan and Will County pursuant to 
Title IV of the Clean Air Act.  The revisions would decrease the nitrogen oxide emission 
limitation for specific boilers at the affected facilities for 2001.  Title IV of the Clean Air Act, the 
Acid Rain provisions, are the provisions governing emissions of pollutants that contribute to acid 
rain; sulfur dioxide and nitrogen oxides (NOx).   Title IV provides an overall limit on the amount 
of  NOx that Midwest Generation can emit from all of its power plants together.  This limit is 
incorporated into the Acid Rain permits that the Illinois EPA has previously issued to Midwest 
Generation.  Midwest Generation elected to decrease its overall NOx emissions from these 
plants for 2001, although it may elect to increase its NOx emissions, not to exceed its overall 
NOx limit under Title IV, in future years. 
 
The Illinois EPA will hold a public hearing on March 21, 2002 at 7:00 p.m. at University of 
Illinois – Chicago Campus, Chicago Circle Center, Cardinal Room, Room 329, 750 South 
Halsted in Chicago.  The hearing will be held by the Illinois EPA to receive verbal comments 
and data into the written hearing record and to answer questions from the public prior to making 
a final decision concerning the permit.  Lengthy comments and questions should be submitted to 
the Illinois EPA in writing.  Written comments must be postmarked by midnight, April 20, 2002, 
unless otherwise specified by the hearing officer at the time of the hearing.  Comments need not 
be notarized and should be sent to the Illinois EPA Hearing Officer, 1021 North Grand Avenue 
East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield, Illinois 62794-9276. 
 
The hearing will be held under the provisions of Subpart A of the Illinois EPA's "Procedures for 
Permit and Closure Plans" 35 Ill. Adm. Code 166.  All questions about the hearing procedure, 
requests for copies of the hearing rules, or requests for special needs interpreters should be 
directed to the Hearing Officer, address above. Requests for special needs interpreters must be 
made to the Hearing Officer by March 6, 2002.
