Project Summary

New Heights Recovery and Power, L.L.C.

I. Introduction

New Heights Recovery and Power, L.L.C. has applied for a construction and operating permit for a cryogenic tire processing facility. Emissions from the proposed facility are limited by operation and air pollution control equipment to below the threshold for major sources.  

II. Source Description

The facility is located at 1705 Cottage Grove in Ford Heights.  This facility will produce crumb rubber which is a rubber powder that is used in a variety of rubber goods and as an asphalt paving additive. The proposed facility produces crumb rubber from shredded waste tires by a series of freezing, “shattering”, and grinding processes.

New Heights acquired the proposed site after the former owner, Chewton Glen Energy went into bankruptcy. The requested permit is only for the crumb rubber facility not for the waste tire fired power plant, also located at this site. The boiler is the subject of a separate application currently under review.

III. Emissions

Particulate matter emissions from the facility will be 30.4 tons per year. This is below the major source threshold so the facility is not subject to Prevention of Significant Deterioration rules.

IV. Proposed Permit

The construction permit contains conditions listing applicable state air pollution control regulations that apply to the source.  The permit conditions also establish emission limits and appropriate compliance procedures. The appropriate compliance procedures include testing, inspection practices, monitoring, record keeping, and reporting.  The Permitee must carry out these procedures on an ongoing basis to demonstrate that the source is operating in accordance with the requirements of the permit.

It is the Illinois EPA’s preliminary determination that New Heights’ proposed permit meets all applicable State and Federal air pollution control requirements.

V. Request for Comments
