This unit is not subject to a NOx emissions limitation under 40 CFR part 76 that would apply to this unit.

The construction permit # 99050003 issued by Illinois EPA contains provisions related to sulfur dioxide (SO2) and nitrogen oxides (NOx) emissions. The acid rain permit also contains provisions related to sulfur dioxide (SO2) emissions and requires the owners and operators to hold SO2 allowances  to account for SO2  emissions beginning in the year 2000. An allowance is a limited authorization to emit up to one ton of SO2 

during or after a specified calendar year. Although this plant was not eligible for an allowance allocated by USEPA, the owners or operators may obtain SO2 allowances to cover emissions from other sources under a marketable allowance program. The transfer of allowances to and from a unit account does not necessitate a revision to the unit SO2 allocations denoted in this permit (See 40 CFR 72.84).

COMMENTS, NOTES AND JUSTIFICATIONS: This permit does not affect the New Heights Recovery & Power, LLC Power Plant's responsibility to meet all other applicable local, state, and federal requirements, including requirements addressing NOx emissions.
