Proposed Issuance of Permits and

Notice of Public Hearing 

for Robbins Resource Recovery Partners L.P., Robbins 

Robbins Resource Recovery Partners, L.P., has requested permits from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) for three improvement projects associated with the combustors at its facility located at 13400 South Kedzie Avenue, in the Village of Robbins, Illinois. The permits are for a refuse derived fuel (RDF) return  conveyor system that would add three conveyors to the RDF Storage building to better handle the return RDF not fed to the boilers; a bottom ash conveyor system that would add four new conveyors and a storage bin to transfer bottom ash from the boiler into trucks for shipment off site; and a dry fly ash loadout system that would be an alternate to the existing wet fly ash system.

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) will hold a public hearing on Thursday, August 12, 1999, at 6:00 p.m. at Keller School, 14123 Lydia Avenue in Robbins, Illinois. The hearing will be held by the Illinois EPA to receive comments and data and to answer questions from the public prior to making a final decision concerning the permits. Lengthy comments and questions should be submitted to the Illinois EPA in writing. Written comments must be postmarked by midnight September 11, 1999. Comments need not be notarized and should be sent to the Hearing Officer, see address below.

The hearing will be held under the provisions of Subpart A of the Illinois EPA's "Procedures for Permit and Closure Plans" 35 Ill. Adm. Code 166.  All questions about the hearing procedure, requests for copies of the hearing rules, or requests for special needs interpreters should be directed to the Hearing Officer, address below. Requests for special needs interpreters must be made to the Hearing Officer by August 1, 1999.
