NOTICE OF DRAFT PHASE II PERMIT AND PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD
The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) is proposing to issue a revised Acid Rain Permit for the Ameren Energy Generating Company (AEG) Newton plant consistent with Section 39.5(17)(b), Title IV; Acid Rain Provisions, of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act [415 ILCS 5/1 et Seq.] and Titles IV and V of the Clean Air Act.

The current permit contains provisions related to sulfur dioxide (SO2) emissions. The proposed permit would also include requirements for control of nitrogen oxides (NOx) emissions pursuant to AEG Newton plant's NOx compliance plan. The permit would not affect the Newton Steam plant’s responsibility to meet all applicable local, state, and federal requirements. The designated representative and Alternate Designated Representative for the Newton Steam plant are Mr. Paul Agathen, 314-554-2554 and Mr.Thomas Esidhoff, 314-554-2637.

Persons wanting more information may review the Illinois EPA’s draft permit and the NOx compliance plan at the Illinois EPA’s offices at 2309 West Main Street in Marion and 1340 North Ninth St., Springfield.  Copies of the documents will be made available upon request to the Illinois EPA.

Comments are requested on the proposed revision of this permit.  Comments must be postmarked by midnight December 2, 2000. If sufficient interest is expressed in this revision, a hearing may be held.
