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Public Notice of an 

Approval of an Emissions Reduction Generator Proposal for 

the Sherwin Williams Company, Chicago

The Sherwin Williams Company, 11541 South Champlain Avenue in Chicago, is a participant in the Emission Reduction Management System (ERMS) program administered by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA). The Sherwin Williams Company is ceasing operations at the facility but has propsed to keep its ERMS credits. 

The ERMS program is being established to reduce emissions of volatile organic material in the Chicago ozone non-attainment area by giving area facilities credits equal to eighty percent of the facilities’ current levels of volatile organic material emissions. These credits may then be bought or sold to other facilities. At the end of a reporting year each facility must have enough emission credits to account for their emission that year.  Since facilities only receive credits equal to 80% of their emissions there will be an overall reduction in emissions.
