Proposed Issuance of Air Pollution Control Construction Permit to 

Archer Daniels Midland Company, Decatur

Archer Daniels Midland Company, 4666 Faries Parkway in Decatur, has applied to modify its existing construction permit for its vitamin E plant located in the Decatur West plant. The revised construction permit would allow ADM to operate the Vitamin E plant at emission levels above the levels of significant increase in the federal Clean Air Act.

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control regulations, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B) and the federal Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) rules, 40 CFR 52.21.

ADM is a major source of volatile organic material (VOM) emissions. The project is located in an area that is attainment for ozone. VOM is regulated as a precursor to ozone formation and is therefor subject to the PSD rules. The amount of increased VOM emissions from the project will be above the significance level (40 tons per year) under the PSD rules, therefor the project must use Best Available Control Technology (BACT) to limit emissions of VOM. The Illinois EPA has determined that the application submitted by ADM meets the BACT requirement of the PSD rules.
