Proposed Issuance of Clean Air Act Permit Program Permit to

Bulk Molding Compounds, Inc. has requested a Clean Air Act Permit Program (CAAPP) permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) for its manufacturing facility located at 1600 Powis Court in West Chicago.
