Proposed Issuance of a Clean Air Act Permit Program Permit and

a Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit to 

 the Village of Freeburg - Power Plant

Village of Freeburg has requested a revision to the Clean Air Act Permit Program (CAAPP) permit issued to them by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) for its electrical generation peaking station located at 412 West High Street in Freeburg. The Village of Freeburg also has requested a federally enforceable state operating permit (FESOP) for 2 new electricity generating engines. The CAAPP and FESOP permits will be enforceable by the United States Environmental Protection Agency, as well as the Illinois EPA.

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution, 35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B.

The electrical generating peaking station is used to generate electric power for the community and surrounding area when the normal sources of electrical power are not available, due to planned repair and maintenance, unexpected breakdowns, or during high levels of energy consumption.
