Proposed Issuance of Air Pollution Control Construction and Operating Permit to 

Trigen-BioPower, Inc., Champaign

Trigen-BioPower, Inc., has applied for a joint construction and operating permit for its facility located at 710 North Mattis Avenue in Champaign. The permit would allow the company to construct and operate three boilers to produce steam for A.C. Humko Corporation. The permit would contain limits which would prevent the construction from being a major modification.

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control regulations, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
