Proposed Issuance of Air Pollution Control Construction Permit to 

University of Illinois – Chicago

University of Illinois – Chicago has applied for a construction permit to build three natural gas burning turbines, three natural gas burning duct burners, and three natural gas burning generators at 1717 West Taylor Street in Chicago. The emissions for the new construction will be off set by emission reductions from the installation of new catalytic converters on existing engines and the shut down of four duel fuel (natural gas or fuel oil) burning boilers. With the proposed reduction in emissions from the new catalytic converters and the shut down of 4 older boilers, the new construction proposal will not be a major modification under the applicable rules.

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control regulations, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
