Proposed Issuance of Air Pollution Control Construction Permit to 

Rollex Corporation, Elk Grove Village

Rollex Corporation has applied for a construction permit to add a coating line to its facility located at 800 Chase Avenue in Elk Grove Village. The permit will include federally enforceable limits to prevent the facility from being a major source of air pollution. The conditions will be enforceable by both the Illinois EPA and the USEPA. 

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control regulations, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
