Unlike state operating permits, the CAAPP permit will be enforceable by the United States Environmental Protection Agency, as well as the Illinois EPA. 





Commonwealth Edison Company has requested a Clean Air Act Permit Program (CAAPP) permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) for its power plant peaking station located at 3200 East 100th Street in Chicago.  Unlike state operating permits, the CAAPP permit will be enforceable by the United States Environmental Protection Agency, as well as the Illinois EPA. 





The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit applications and has concluded that they comply with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill.
