Proposed Issuance of a Construction Permit for 

Renewable Fuel of Carbondale, LLC 
 

Renewable Fuel of Carbondale, LLC has requested that the Illinois Environmental 
Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) issue a construction permit for its ethanol production 
plant to be located at 2101 North McRoy Drive in Carbondale.  The company must 
obtain a construction permit because the ethanol plant will be a source of air emissions, 
however the project is not a major new source as defined by the federal Prevention of 
Significant Deterioration (PSD) rules, 40 CFR 52.21.  The Illinois EPA is accepting 
comments prior to making a final decision on this project.

The Illinois EPA is accepting comments prior to making a final decision on this project. 
Comments must be postmarked by midnight March 1, 2004.  If sufficient interest is 
expressed in the permit, a hearing may be held. Requests for information, comments, and 
questions should be directed to Brad Frost, Division of Air Pollution Control, Illinois 
Environmental Protection Agency, PO.
